About the Northwest Junior Golf Tour
What is the Northwest Junior Golf Tour?

The Northwest Junior Golf Tour (NWJrGT) is a not-for-profit group committed to helping youth, regardless of economic or social background, reach their potential through the great game of golf! NWJrGT is based out of Gig Harbor, Washington, and hosts tournaments throughout the Pacific Northwest.

Who runs the Northwest Junior Golf Tour?

The Northwest Junior Golf Tour is run by president and founder Jeff Mehlert, a PGA member who has been a head golf professional and junior golf leader in Washington for many years. Jeff is co-owner and director of golf at McCormick Woods Golf Course in Port Orchard, WA.

About the NWJrGT Mini-Tour

What is the NWJrGT Mini-Tour?

The NWJrGT Mini-Tour is a series of tournaments for junior golfers in grades K-6, conducted on par-3 and executive-length courses in the Seattle/Tacoma area. It is part of the Northwest Junior Golf Tour.

Who runs the Mini-Tour?

Mini-Tour director Rick Garber, a former collegiate golfer/coach whose amateur golf career included a Washington State Amateur and two Colorado Mid-Amateur championships, runs the Mini-Tour on a volunteer basis. Rick is an information technology manager in Seattle, WA.

Joining the NWJrGT team in 2006 is Adam Columbia, a former NWJrGT golfer who will be helping Jeff Mehlert and Rick Garber with tournament operations. Adam is employed in golf operations at McCormick Woods Golf Course in Port Orchard, WA.

What is the difference between the Mini-Tour and the “regular” NW Junior Golf Tour?

Mini-Tour tournaments:

· One-day events for junior golfers in grades K-6

· Held on shorter-length courses, with age-appropriate par set for each hole

· Conducted in the Seattle/Tacoma area only

“Regular” NW Junior Golf Tour tournaments:

· Two-day events for junior golfers in grades 4-12

· Held on full-length courses

· Conducted throughout the Pacific Northwest

Is the Mini-Tour a learn-to-play instructional program?

No, the Mini-Tour is not a learn-to-play-golf program. It is designed for junior golfers who:

· Understand the basic rules of the game

· Are capable of playing at least nine holes of golf (under adult supervision)

· Are interested in participating in tournament golf with children of similar abilities and interest

The NWJrGT Mini-Tour is appropriate for junior golfers who:

· Are getting their first introduction to tournament golf

· Have played tournament golf before, and are interested in honing their competitive skills

For information on learn-to-play instructional programs for children who have not played golf before, see your local PGA professional.

About Mini-Tour Tournaments

What are the Mini-Tour age divisions?

Divisions are based on school grade: Grade K-1, Grade 2-3, Grade 4-5 & Grade 6. During summer months, division is based on the grade just completed.

How many children play in each Mini-Tour tournament?

Mini-Tour fields are limited to first 48 entries received.

Do boys and girls compete against each other in Mini-Tour tournaments?

No. There are separate divisions for boys and girls.

How many holes are played in Mini-Tour tournaments?

The Grade K-1 division plays 9 holes; Grade 2-3, Grade 4-5 & Grade 6 divisions play 18 holes.

Are caddies permitted on the Mini-Tour?

Yes. Caddies are permitted, and are required for the Grade K-1 & 2-3 divisions. Parents or older siblings (16 years or older) may caddie for a Mini-Tour golfer. To control pace of play and make competition fair to all golfers, caddies are expected to adhere to the Mini-Tour’s caddie guidelines (see below) which are provided to every caddie before each round.

Are spectators permitted on the Mini-Tour?
Yes. Friends and family are encouraged to watch Mini-Tour tournaments, subject to any restrictions set by the host course.

Are prizes given to the top finishers in Mini-Tour tournaments?

Yes. The winner and runner-up in each division receives a trophy or medal. In addition scholarship prizes are awarded to top finishers in each division (as is done in the regular NWJrGT tournaments). For more information on scholarship prizes, please see www.jrgt.com.

Mini-Tour Tournament Registration

Who can register for a Mini-Tour tournament?

Mini-Tour events are open to boys and girls in grades K-6.

Do I need to become a member of the Mini-Tour?

There are no membership requirements. Anyone may register for a Mini-Tour tournament, provided they:

· Meet the age requirements, i.e. in (or just completed) grades K-6,

· Understand the basic rules of the game, and

· Are capable of playing at least nine holes of golf under adult supervision

How do I know my Mini-Tour tournament registration was received?

A registration confirmation is emailed to each participant shortly after they register for a tournament. In addition, your name will be appear in the list of registered players for that tournament on the www.jrgt.com

 website.

How do I find out my starting time for a Mini-Tour tournament?

Two days before each tournament, starting times are:

· E-mailed to each registered player

· Posted on www.jrgt.com


How are starting times assigned for a Mini-Tour tournament?

A Mini-Tour official establishes pairings and starting times in advance of the tournament. Typically, the Grade 4-5 & Grade 6 divisions tee off first followed by the Grade 2-3 and then Grade K-1 divisions. When possible, children are paired with others of similar ability from the same division. Sometimes it is necessary to mix divisions within the same foursome due to the number of players in the tournament.

Day of the Tournament

When and where do I check in on the day of a Mini-Tour tournament?

Please check in on the first tee at least 10-15 minutes before your starting time. You must be ready to check in at the tee when the group ahead of yours tees off.

A Mini-Tour official reviews scoring, rules and caddie guidelines with each group on the first tee, so it is imperative that you be there for this pre-round review. 

Where do I get my scorecard for a Mini-Tour tournament?

On the first tee before you start your round, a Mini-Tour official will provide each player with an official scorecard.

Who keeps score during a Mini-Tour tournament?

Each player is responsible for keeping the score card of another player in the group. Caddies may assist with keeping the scorecard. During the round, the person keeping a scorecard for a player should confirm that player’s scores after each hole. Any questions about a player’s score on a hole should be settled before starting the next hole.

How I do I find out which tees I will be playing?

On the first tee before your round, a Mini-Tour official will tell you which tees your age division is playing. The “age appropriate” par for each age division will be noted on the official scorecard or on the rules sheet given to each player.

What is “age-appropriate” par?

“Age appropriate” par is the par for any hole, adjusted for each age division. For example, a hole measuring 200 yards (a par-3 for adults) would be a par-4 for the Grade 6, Grade 4-5 & Grade 2-3 divisions, but would be a par-5 for the Grade K-1 division.

Will we play summer or winter rules during a Mini-Tour tournament?
Summer rules are played whenever possible. Winter rules are played if course conditions dictate.

Are there rules officials on the course during a Mini-Tour tournament?

There is always at least one Mini-Tour official at the course during a Mini-Tour tournament, but the official often must spend most of the event on the first tee or at the scoring table. If there is doubt about a rules situation during a round, please have the player hit a second ball (if necessary) and bring the situation to the attention of the Mini-Tour official for a ruling after the round.

What if my child has a bad hole during a Mini-Tour tournament?

In Mini-Tour tournaments there is a maximum score of double par on any hole. If a player reaches double par on a hole, they may pick up their ball and begin play again on the next hole.

What are the caddie guidelines for Mini-Tour tournaments?

To maintain pace of play and ensure fair competition for all players during Mini-Tour tournaments, caddies are required to adhere to the following guidelines:

· Caddies may encourage players, indicate line of play, and advise their own player on strategy and club selection

· To maintain pace of play, caddies must stay off to side of the green except to retrieve or tend the flagstick; caddies may not line up putts or give advice on the green

· To maintain pace of play, caddies may not give advice after it is their player’s turn to hit. Specifically:

· Caddies may not coach players while they are addressing the ball

· Caddies may not stand behind a player to line him/her up before each shot
Where do I take my scorecard after a Mini-Tour tournament round?

After you’ve completed your round, take your scorecard to the scoring table (typically located adjacent to or inside the clubhouse) along with the other members of your group. At the scoring table, a Mini-Tour official will assist the group in double-checking their scorecards prior to signing. Do not sign your scorecard until a Mini-Tour official has instructed you to do so.  

What if there is a tie in a Mini-Tour tournament?

Ties for first place in any division will be settled by “sudden death” playoff. Ties for other positions will be settled by comparing scorecards backward hole by hole, beginning with the last hole.

When are prizes handed out after a Mini-Tour tournament?

Trophies/medals are handed out at the scoring table once all players in a division have completed their rounds and signed their scorecards.

We are new to tournament golf… which are the most important rules to know about?

Mini-Tour players and their caddies should understand the basic rules and etiquette of golf. Specifically players or their caddies should be familiar with rules/procedures/etiquette related to the following:

· Order of play (i.e. who hits first on the tee, in the fairway and on the green)

· Out of bounds

· Taking relief from a water hazard

· Taking relief from a cart path or ground under repair

· Caddies are allowed (required for Grade K-1 & 2-3 age groups)

· As in other JRGT events, scholarship prizes are awarded to top finishers in each division
